How planting and aftercare works

In partnership with Brighton and Hove City Council we will plant trees between November and April each year. Our group member and landscape architect Phil Allen, together with a Council Tree Officer will agree final tree species and location subject to our park tree survey, and then contact you to discuss the planting and confirm details. 
The Council have an aftercare programme in place for all new trees, during the first year after planting sponsored trees will be monitored and watered. You can help your new tree develop by giving them additional water during the first three years after planting, especially during long periods of dry weather.
We will aim to plant all trees in a secure fashion with the protection of stakes, however theft and vandalism of trees in parks is a risk. Whilst we will make every effort to maintain sponsored trees whenever possible, we reserve the right to remove it if it is damaged beyond repair. If this is the case, or if a tree is stolen, there is no guarantee that we will be in a position to replace it.
